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Introduction

Green wedges are areas of land that define and enhance the City’s urban structure,
maintain the identity of the different residential neighbourhoods, provide an uninterrupted
link to the countryside, form part of the wider Green Infrastructure network, as well as
playing a key role in climate change adaptation.

Derby City Council (the Council) is currently undertaking a comprehensive review of its
Local Plan, with the existing Local Plan now being partly out of date, due to changes in the
way that housing needs are calculated. Whilst Green Wedge principles were first
established during the 1980s, the Council has carried this concept through successive
Local Plans to the present day.

The Council commissioned Land Use Consultants (LUC) to assess the functionality of
Derby’s green wedges, and the impact of releasing land from these wedges for future built
development. The 2025 Derby Green Wedge Review replaces the 2012 Green Wedge Review
which was prepared to inform the Derby City Local Plan Part 1 (DCLP1 adopted 2017).

This document has been created in response to the findings of the 2025 Derby Green Wedge
Review and presents each of the Green Wedges proposed to be retained in the emerging
Local Plan, identifying their location within the city and proposed boundaries.

Reflecting the findings of the 2025 Green Wedge Review, several boundary amendments are
proposed, including the deletion of the Lees Brook Valley Green Wedge and the re-
designation of the Littleover / Mickleover Green Wedge to a ‘Green Gap’.

As proposed, in addition to the new Green Gap, there will be eleven Green Wedges in the
emerging plan, including:

e Chaddesden and Derwent Industrial Area
e North Oakwood

e Spondon and Chaddesden

e Mickleover and Mackworth
