Derby City Counciln exercise of thlr powers under Section 59, 64 and 72 of the Anf-SocialBehaviour
Crime and Policing Act 2024 {"the Act”} and under sl the enabling powers hereby make the Order as
follows:

L. The Order shall come Ito force on 12 June 2025 and shal have effectfor 3 years from that
date unless extended by any further order mads pursuant to the Councifsstatutory powers

2. The Order relates to the area shown Inside the boundary coloured red within the attached
plan (‘rea 2').

3. The Council s saisfied that the conditons set out n Sections 59 o the Act have been satisfied
and that i pertinent to make The Order fo the purposes of reducing crime and antrsocial
behaviour inand around the land described n the Schedule

4. The Councll makes The Order because the crminal and antisocial behaviour n and around the
area has had a detrimental efect on the qualty o e of those s the lcality. The effect or
Hikely effect of this s of a persistent or continuing nature such as to make this inrcasonable,
and justifesthe resrictons imposed by The Order.

5. The Council ae also satisied that the condion set ot in Secton S3(3] of the Act has been
met, namely, that the effectof the actvities i, or i kel to be, of a persistent or continuing
nature and that these actities are unreasonable and justiy the prohibitons mposed by this
order

PROHIBITIONS / REQUIREMENTS

1. o person shall consume alcohol in a public place {excuding icensed premises) in 2 manner
which causes a nuisance o annoyance o other persons n the ocaity.

2. Mo Person shal urinate or defecate in public place (excluding public tofets.

3. No person shallloterina public place, either as an indvidual o In agroup, I they are causing,
or are likely o cause anti-social behaviour I asked o disperse by a Polce Constable, PCSO or
an authorised offcer of the Councl, that person must ot return to the publc place for a
period of 24 hours.

4. No person shal e (usingefther activeor passive methods of obtaining aims) o ask members
of the public for money in a public lace.
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5. No person shall ingest, inhale, inject, smoke or otherwise use intoxicating substances fn 3
public lace, exluding alcohol, tobacco o prescripion medicines. Intoxicating substances e
psychoactive substances with the capaciy o stimulate or depress a person's central nervous
System and are referred to s New Paychoactive Substances
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
