Historic Character and ldentity: Blagreaves

Blagreaves is located between the wards of Littleover to the
west, Sinfin to the east and Normanton the north. It borders
the administrative area of South Derbyshire to the south.

It is a residential suburb with very little commercial activity.
There is no district centre within the ward, although the
neighbourhood centre on Blagreaves Lane provides a range
of services and is the main activity node in the area.

Unlike other ‘neighbourhoods’ in the city, Blagreaves does
not have a historic ‘village centre’ from which the area has
evolved. Development in this area has largely been related
to the spread of development from the surrounding areas of
Sinfin and Littleover and along the key arterial routes,
Blagreaves Lane and Stenson Road. Therefore, areas
within the ward are locally referred to as being within
Littleover or Sunnyhill rather than ‘Blagreaves’.

Due to the piecemeal nature of historic development in the
area, it is difficult to define large areas of townscape
character. It is a transitional area where other areas of the
city merge, leading to a fragmented character.

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Landscape and Open Space:

Blagreaves contains four areas of major public open

space, including Sunnydale Park, Millennium Wood, King
George V Playing Fields and Moorway Lane balancing pond.
It is envisaged that Millennium Wood will be expanded to
create a new City Park in the coming years.

Green Wedge is a major characteristic of the ward. Much of
the public open space within the ward functions as Green
Wedge whilst areas to the south of the existing Millennium
Wood and land around Derby Moor Community Sports
College are also allocated as Green Wedge.

Beyond the southern boundary of the ward, the landscape
opens out into wet pasture meadows and settled farmlands
within South Derbyshire.

Heritage, Townscape and Movement:

There is no conservation area within the ward and only a few
locally listed buildings.

The townscape is varied, with a diverse range of housing
types and designs from a range of periods. These range from
the 1930s, right through to more modern development on
Moorway Lane and on the former Qualcast site, off Stenson
Road.

In terms of townscape, the main arterial routes provide some
level of continuity through the area. The other character areas
are generally not fully visible from the main routes through the
area, as they are located behind the inter war linear
development.

There is no consistent street pattern across the area due to
the way in which the area has developed over the years. The
layout of development is also varied, but generally has a
suburban form, allowing for larger plot sizes and low
development densities.

Movement through the ward is generally along the key routes,
Stenson Road and Blagreaves Lane which provide access to
the ring road, Littleover and Sinfin. Other significant routes
include, Wilson Road, Littleover Lane and Oaklands Avenue,
which are access routes into the main residential areas.

The railway line forms a strong barrier to the east with road
and pedestrian access limited to the narrow bridges on
Stenson and Goodsmoor Road.
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
