Historic Character and ldentity: Boulton

Boulton ward is located in the south eastern part of Derby. It
has developed around the settlements of Allenton and
Alvaston and their shopping areas and forms a large
residential area between the two. It has not developed
around a centre of its own but has grown through
continuous residential growth over the years. Allenton
District Centre is the main activity node within the ward and
provides a range of shops and services within a linear
centre.

The identity of Boulton is complex as in some parts,
particularly the north and east it relates very closely with
Alvaston, in others, particularly the west, with Allenton. The
newer housing areas to the south have a closer relationship
with the Shelton Lock area.

The south eastern edge of the ward forms the city boundary
but residential growth has taken place beyond the city in
South Derbyshire. Although not a part of the ward, this area
forms park of the neighbourhood of Boulton.

Landscape and Open Space:

Part of the Boulton Moor Green Wedge is located in the
south of the ward. It helps to define the ward of Boulton from
the Shelton Lock / Chellaston area to the south. It also
enables the countryside to penetrate the built up area of the
city. The Green Wedge contains Noel Baker Secondary
School and accommodates a large area of public open
space.

There are also smaller areas of green open space
throughout the ward. These are very important in providing
open recreational space and breaking up the suburban
townscape. These smaller areas include a neighbourhood
park at Boulton Lane and playing fields at Greatorex
Avenue. These are important recreational areas, particularly
for residents of Allenton.

Heritage, Townscape and Movement:
The townscape of the ward has a suburban feel and is
characterised by early / mid 20th Century housing. There

has been more recent residential development, particularly
to the south of the ward.

. Bembridge Drive / Boulton Moor — 1960s estate and late 20t
Century estate
Holbrook Road — Inter war, semi detached

Bracknell Drive — Mid 20t Century, semi detached

Allenton / Boulton Lane — Inter war, semi detached
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There are relatively few landmark buildings in the Boulton
area, although Nunsfield House and Joseph St Mary’s
Church on Boulton Lane are of particular note for their
historic value. Nunsfield House was built in the early 19th
Century whilst Joseph St Mary’s Church was built around
1090.

The ‘Spider Bridge’ is also a significant and noteworthy
landmark within Allenton shopping centre and was
constructed in the early 1970s.

The general development layout in Boulton is mainly made
up of inter war and mid 20t Century style block patterns
with avenues and cul-de-sacs leading off from main
distributor roads. Housing in the area is characterised by
medium densities and reasonably sized rear gardens.

There are three major roads which help to define Boulton,
two of which form part of the ward boundary. Chellaston
Road passes through the western side of the ward and is a
main radial route connecting the city centre to the south of
the city and the A50 trunk road.

The northern and eastern boundaries of Boulton ward are
defined by Harvey Road. It is an important part of the city’s
outer ring road and links through Allenton and Alvaston. It
also connects to Shardlow Road which is a main radial road
out from the city centre to the south east, linking through to
the A50.

Although the main traffic movement is along the north and
eastern periphery of the ward there is also notable traffic
movement through the residential areas of the ward, along
Boulton Lane and Crayford Road / Brackens Lane. These
roads, along with others which also cut through residential
areas form a complex pattern of traffic movement.

The two shopping centres at Allenton and Alvaston have
significant road traffic and pedestrian flows. Noel Baker
School and Merrill College also significantly influence
movement by car, bicycle and by foot across the ward and
beyond.
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
