
STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER

Derby City Council (Cotton Lane Area) (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No.138) Order 2023
Derby City Council (Cotton Lane Area) (Moving Vehicle Restriction) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No.64) Order 2023
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.
The proposed Orders are in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising,

2. for facilitating the passage on the road for any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

3. for preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs
EFFECTS
The purpose of the orders is to introduce the following restrictions at the locations stated below and in accordance with drawing: TMT19_01:
One way for motor vehicles 
· Cotton Lane, from its junction with Osmaston Road to its junction with Handel Street and Elton Road. One-way traffic entering from Osmaston Road and traveling Southbound only.

· Russell Street, from its junction with Cotton Lane to its junction with Osmaston Road. One-way traffic entering from Cotton Lane and traveling Northbound only. 

No Waiting (At Any Time)

· Cotton Lane, opposite number 113 to 115. 
No Waiting (At Any Time) to be revoked

· Russell Street, opposite number 7 Imari Park for a distance of approximately 46m towards Osmaston Road.
· Cotton Lane, from number 19 for a distance of approximately 22m towards Osmaston Road.

· Cotton Lane, from outside number 89 for a distance of approximately 17m towards Elton Road.
BACKGROUND
Cotton Lane and Russell Street were identified for improvements due to ongoing traffic flow and safety concerns. Between 31/08/2018 and 31/08/2023 there have been 4 reported collisions in this area. Due to parking on Cotton Lane and Russell Street, the roads are narrowed and there is a lack of passing points for vehicles. This is especially the case on Cotton Lane, causing delays and in some cases, vehicles mounting the pavement. This stretch of Cotton Lane is mainly terraced housing with no off-street parking. The proposals aim to improve safety and traffic flow in the area.

During the investigations the junction lining at the entrance to Imari Park on Russell Street, was also refreshed which helps highlight the access to drivers on Russell Street. 
As part of the initial investigations, traffic surveys were carried out in October 2022 to gather data on the speed and volume of vehicles on Cotton Lane and Russell Street. The data gathered implied that there is not a speeding issue in the area, with the average speed below the 30mph limit on both streets.  

After carrying out site visits and traffic surveys, it is recommended that this section of Cotton Lane and the full length of Russell Street is made one-way, with an exemption for cyclists. This will also allow for sections of double yellow lines on both streets to be safely reduced to create additional parking opportunities. 

Residents in the area were consulted in December 2022, with the majority in favour of the proposals. Additional consultation was carried out in person on the proposed one-way sections of Cotton Lane and Russell Street in June 2023 with the majority of residents in favour of the proposals. 
REASONS FOR PROPOSALS
The one-way stem on Cotton Lane and Russell Street would allow for areas of the existing No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction on Cotton Lane and Russell Street to be safely reduced to help create additional parking opportunities. 
The proposed one-way system aims to improve the traffic flow on Cotton Lane and Russell Street. Due to on-street parking on Cotton Lane, vehicles can struggle to pass each other, which has resulted in vehicles mounting the pavement.  
A No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction will be introduced on Cotton Lane to protect the vehicle access for the new development on the former Rolls Royce site. 
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
