
STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER

Derby City Council (Kingsway Boulevard Area Resident Permits) (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No.154) Order 2025
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient, and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.
The proposed Order is in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. For facilitating the passage on the road for any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

2. For preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs

EFFECTS
The purpose of the order is to introduce the following restrictions at the locations stated below and in accordance with drawing KBRP1:
Permit Holders Only (8am-6pm)

· Kingsway Boulevard, in the 6 laybys between Caithness Crescent and Anmer Drive.

· Somerset Close, for its entire length except for the existing double yellow lines
· Dumfries Drive, for its entire length except for the existing double yellow lines.
· Galloway Drive, from the existing double yellow lines to the extents of Newton House.
· Anmer Drive, for its entire length except for the existing double yellow lines.
· Spey Drive, for its entire length except for the existing double yellow lines.
· Etteridge Drive, for its entire length except for the existing double yellow lines.
· Doon Avenue, at its junction with Etteridge Drive.
· Newtonmore Drive, for its entire length. 
· Prince William Drive, from the bollards located outside numbers 58 and 60 to its junction with Etteridge Drive.

BACKGROUND

The Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) is proposed due to increasing parking pressures in Manor Kingsway. Hospital employees and commuters often use free on-street parking nearby. This causes congestion, inconsiderate parking, and makes access to streets and driveways difficult for residents. Indiscriminate parking blocks access and visibility, creates unsafe conditions, and may delay emergency vehicles.

REASONS FOR PROPOSALS
A Permit Holders Only (8am-6pm) restriction will stop non-residents from parking. Civil Enforcement Officers will support and enforce the scheme. This will improve access, visibility, and safety for drivers, pedestrians, and cyclists.
Following extensive consultation with local residents, it was found that a majority support the introduction of a residents’ permit parking scheme in the area.
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
