STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER

Derby City Council (Various Minor Amendments) (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No. 134) Order 2023
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.

The proposed Order is in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. For avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or any such danger arising 

2. For facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

3. For preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs 

Background

As part of Traffic and Transportation 2023/24 work programme we have reviewed the existing waiting restrictions on a number of streets within the City following concerns raised by local residents and businesses regarding parking and access issues.

Following investigations and on-site observations some areas were found to have road markings that do not correspond with the current Traffic Regulation Order (TRO). In other areas some TROs have been found to be no longer required or need to be amended to improve traffic management. 
It is our duty to ensure traffic and parking restrictions are valid and meaningful. The table below detail’s the changes and associated traffic management grounds to amend the restrictions:

	Barlow Street 

From its Junction with Centre Court outside number 8 for approximately 64m in a North Easterly direction towards London Road

	Proposed No Waiting

Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time) to replace Pay and Display (Mon – Sat 8am – 6pm) (Permit Holder Exemption)
	An area of land is being developed south of Barlow Street. A vehicular entrance to the new housing development will be built opposite number 19. To improve visibility to and from this new junction lengths of parking bays both sides of the junction will need to be removed. 

Improvements to the junction with Centre Court and Barlow Street necessitates junction protection.



	Deadmans Lane 

From number 38 for  approximately 16m towards Number 44 in a North Easterly Direction
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	Alvaston North
	Proposed Permit Holders Only (At Any Time) to replace No Waiting (At Any Time)
	As residents have identified parking availability for residents is restricted on Deadmans Lane.

It is proposed to introduce Permit Holders only. 

	Haven Baulk Lane

Haven Baulk Lane outside number 182 in a South Easterly direction for approximately 50m towards its junction with Rykneld Road
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	Littleover
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)
	A new development at the Junction of Haven Baulk Lane and Rykneld Road has resulted in vehicles parking in the public footway obstructing pedestrian access. 

It is proposed to introduce No Waiting (At Any Time)

	Pioneer Way 

From the extents of the existing Traffic regulation Order for approximately 213m in a Westwardly direction 
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	Sinfin and Osmaston
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time) as lined onsite
	The Road Linings do not match up with the current Traffic Regulation Orders along Pioneer Way. The TRO at this location is to be amended to replicate the changes required to protect the junctions and facilitate unobstructed movement of traffic on the new commercial estate.



	Loudon Street 

Outside number 10 for approximately 7m
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	Arboretum
	Revocation of No Waiting (At Any Time)
	As identified by residents. The parking restriction on the junction with Louden Street is unnecessarily, restricting parking outside number 10. 
It is proposed to remove the restriction by revoking the No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction. 

	Limes Avenue 

Opposite its junction with Madley Court for approximately 17m in a North westerly Direction
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	Mickleover
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)
	As identified by residents. Parking on the junction with Limes Avenue/ Madley Court is presenting hazards for all users of the public highway and impeding traffic flows around the junction.

It is proposed to protect the junction by introducing a No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction. 

	Talbot Street

East of Talbot Street opposite numbers 3 to 6 for approximately 16m in a Northerly Direction

	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)

Revocation of Permit Holders Only (Mon-Sat 8am-6pm)
	A new housing development is being built on Talbot Street. Residents entering/exiting the new housing estate via the New Private Access Road opposite numbers 3 and 4 will need unimpeded access to their property. 

It is proposed to protect the new junction by introducing a No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction
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
