STATEMENT OF REASONS

PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER

Derby City Council (Various Minor Amendments) (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting) (Amendment to Map Based Schedule) (No. 155) Order 2025
Derby City Council is duty bound pursuant to Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) to secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the highway.

The proposed Order is in accordance with Section 1(1), of the Act as it appears to the Authority that it is expedient to make it for the purposes prescribed:

1. For avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or any such danger arising 

2. For facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians) 

3. For preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs 

Background

As part of Traffic and Transportation 2025/26 work programme we have reviewed the existing waiting restrictions on a number of streets within the City following concerns raised by local residents and businesses regarding parking and access issues.

Following investigations and on-site observations some areas were found to have road markings that do not correspond with the current Traffic Regulation Order (TRO). In other areas some TROs have been found to be no longer required or need to be amended to improve traffic management. 
It is our duty to ensure traffic and parking restrictions are valid and meaningful. The table below detail’s the changes and associated traffic management grounds to amend the restrictions:

	Brierfield Way 

From opposite the junction with the Hollow for approximately 27m in a Easterly direction.

	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time) 

Revocation of No Stopping (Mon-Fri 8.15am-9.15am & 3pm-4pm)
Revocation of No Waiting (At Any Time)
	A new Signal Controlled Pedestrian crossing is being inserted on Brierfield Way East from the junction with The Hollow. 
In order to ensure that both the junction with the Hollow and the approach to the new traffic signals are kept clear at all times it is proposed to introduce a No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction and revoke existing restrictions to allow the Zig Zag on approach to the traffic lights to be enforced.



	Wayfaring Road 

From its junction with Bishops Drive for an approximate distance of 60m in a South Westerly direction on the District Centre access side 
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	Oakwood
	Proposed No Waiting (Mon-Fri 8am – 6pm)
	As identified by councillors and residents. Vehicles are parking close to the Junction with the entrance to Oakwood District Centre. This parking is obscuring visibility for users of the highway approaching the junction
It is proposed to introduce a No Waiting (Mon-Fri 8am-6pm) restriction on Wayfaring Road spanning from the roundabout towards the egress at Oakwood District Centre, replacing the existing protective entrance marking to provide an enforceable restriction. This will provide junction protections enabling better visibility for pedestrians and motorists at the roundabout (junction with Bishops Drive) and the egress to Oakwood District Centre. 


	Old Hall Road
From the end of the No Waiting (At Any Time) adjacent to Inglenook Court Apartments, 7 Old Hall Road for an approximate distance of 5m in a Southerly direction

	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)
	As identified by councillors parking along Old Hall Road immediately after the junction of Old Hall Road with Thornhill Road is impeding vision for motorists and pedestrians.

It is proposed to extend the existing No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction on Old Hall Road to improve visibilities for pedestrians crossing Thornhill Road and vehicles exiting onto Old Hall road.


	Angelica Close
From its junction with Stenson Road opposite numbers 515 and 525 for an approximate distance of 32m Spanning approximately 12m into Angelica Close on both sides of the carriageway in a Westerly direction
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	Blagreaves
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)


	As identified by councillors and residents. Vehicles are parking on Angellica Close near to the Junction with Stenson Road which is causing a hazard to drivers egressing to and from Stenson Road.
It is proposed to introduce a No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction to improve visibility and reduce the risk to pedestrians and vehicles created by haphazard parking close to the junction.


	Dover Street
From outside number 36 and opposite number 41 St James Road for an approximate distance of 6.5m into Dover Street in a Northerly direction

	Normanton
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time) 
	As identified by a Councillor, Hardwick Primary School and a Waste management company. Parking on the junction of Dover Street and St James Street has prevented waste collections on numerous occasions from Hardwick Primary School.
It is proposed to introduce No Waiting (At Any Time) at the junction with St James Street and Dover Street. The restriction will allow Waste Management vehicles unhindered access to Hardwick Primary School to collect waste. 

	Catterick Drive

From its junction with Vicarage Road for an approximate distance of 10m in a Westerly direction on the North side and 18m on the South side of the carriageway up to the No Stopping (At Any Time ) (Except Local Buses) restriction (Clearway extent Only)

	Mickleover
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)


	As identified by Trent Barton Bus company. Vehicles are parking on Catterick Drive close to the junction of Vicarage Road.  This parking is forcing Bus drivers to drive on the opposite side of the carriageway close to the junction increasing the risk of a collision with vehicles entering Catterick Drive from Vicarage Road. On occasion bus drivers have not been able to get past the junction due to double parking.
It is proposed to protect the junction by introducing a No Waiting (At Any Time) Restriction preventing parking close to the junction and reducing the likelihood of buses having to make haphazard manoeuvres to follow on the bus route.

	Leaper Street
Outside number 71 Leaper Street spanning an approximate distance of 6.3m into Watson Street in a Westerly direction. 
From the existing Permit Holders Only (Mon-Fri 8am-6pm) restriction spanning an approximate distance of 14m into Watson Street in a Westerly direction
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	Darley
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)
	As identified by a member of the Public. Haphazard parking blocking tactile paving crossing on Watson Street is presenting unacceptable risks to pedestrians.

It is proposed to introduce the No Waiting (At Any Time) on the junction with Leaper Street and Watson Street. The restriction will allow unhindered use of the tactile paving by pedestrians to cross the road on Watson Street.

	West Service Road
From the entrance to West Service Road from Raynesway and from the existing restriction of No Waiting (Mon-Fri 8am – 6pm) spanning around into East Service Road adjacent to the Ambulance station on both sides of the carriageway.

	Spondon
	Proposed No Waiting (At Any Time)
	Businesses operating in the area of West Service Road and a Highway Inspector have identified that vehicles are parking half on the pavement and half on the carriageway. This haphazard parking is presenting risks to pedestrians and vulnerable pedestrians using the footway. Parked vehicles are also presenting an obstruction and further visibility restriction to vehicles travelling around a tight bend in the carriage which has limited visibility.
It is proposed to introduce No Waiting (At Any Time) restriction spanning from the existing restriction   outside Bestway Cash and Carry around Western Service Road into East Service Road. The restriction will prevent haphazard parking for pedestrians and vehicles using the public highway.


	Wheeldon Avenue
Adjacent to number 112 to replace existing Car Club Permit Holders Only Bay
	Darley
	Proposed Revocation of existing Car Club Permit Holders Only (No Exemption for Disabled Badge Holders)
	During the initial trial where two car club bays were inserted on Wheeldon Avenue, early monitoring shows usage of these bays to be low. It is proposed to reduce the number of bays down to one.

It is proposed to revoke one of the car club bays removing the Car Club Permit Holders only (No Exemption for Disabled Badge Holders) restriction to increase availability of parking for all users on Wheeldon Avenue
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
